GLWA has one new project that wll be part of the
public hearing today. That project is the Punp Station Nunber
2 Variable Frequency Drive and Medi um Vol tage Switch Cear
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Repl acenent Proj ect.

And now | will turn it over to Andrew Sutherland to
di scuss the projects.

MR, SUTHERLAND: Thanks, Ni ck.

G ahead. Okay. As noted here, this is Cl P nunber
211005.2. The estimated total project costs is 12 mllion
dol | ars.

As noted previously, the GWA contact is Chris
Wl f son

And, again, this is Andy Sutherland with HDR who is
the design firm

The overall scope is for replacement of two -- the
Pump Station 2 variable frequency drives, replacenent of
el ectrical switch gear within Punp Station 2. And repl acenment
of the electrical feeds to the Punp Station system

Going to the next slide.

So in the aerial views seen on the right, the top
aerial is an overhead view of the entire WRRF facility.

And then the | ower aerial is a blown-up version of
the Punp Station nunber 2 area.

That horseshoe-shaped building is where the punps
are located. There are eight total punps; five of which have
variabl e frequency drives.

So this project is for the replacenment of the five

vari abl e frequency drives within that building, as well as the
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electrical switch gear, which is located in the Electrica
Building 13, as noted there, and the electrical feeds running
fromEl ectrical Building 1, shown on the right, to Electrica
Bui | di ng 13.

The existing VFDs have nunerous operating and
mai nt enance issues, including conmponent failures, overheating,
water infiltration, and parts obsol escence, anong others.

Replacing the VFDs will mtigate the existing O and
Missues and increase systemreliability.

The replacement will also slightly increase system
capacity as the rewound notor capacity at the higher voltage
will increase from900 horsepower to nomnally 1,000 horse
powers.

Al of the equipment is front installed in the early
'90s, and is over 30 years of operation, which is beyond its
original design life.

So, replacing the electrical switch gear at the sane
time as the VFDs provides benefit and savings versus changing
this equi pnent out in separate projects.

Go ahead and advance slide.

As noted earlier, the estimted cost of the project
is 12 mllion dollars, which equates to a total user cost of
11 cents per househol d per nonth.

The project is scheduled for start |ate next year,

2024, with anticipated conpletion date in the first quarter of
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2026.

In terms of environmental and social inpacts, the
project area of work is entirely within the existing GGWA
property footprint. There are no species of concern within
the project area.

Letters will be submtted to the Tribal H storic
Preservation O fice as required by the program However,
previous submttals for the same project area received no
response fromthose groups.
